Logic Model Questions
The GOAL:

1. Is it directional? (increase/decrease)

2. Are they broad brief statements of intent that provide focus and vision for planning?

3. Are they easy to understand?

4. Are they tied into the needs assessment?

OBJECTIVES:

1. These are kind of like ‘sub-goals’ .
2. They must be related to the goal. (Here is an easy way to determine that…say your goal and then say, by…. (Read the objective) does it make sense? Example below) 

3. Remember  they must be related to the target population~
4. Here is an example of Number 2:

(GOAL) To reduce attempted and completed rape in Maricopa County 

Objective 1. High School students will demonstrate a 20% increase in XXXXXXX as reported on the pre-test as measured by the post-test results.

So If I read the goal and add ‘by’:

To reduce attempted and completed rape in Maricopa County BY
High School students will demonstrate a 20% increase in XXXXXXX as reported on the pre-test as measured by the post- test results. (Does it make sense? Is it related to the goal? Notwithstanding grammer issues, which bein’ a southerner, I have no grama)
**Remember S.M.A.R.T.

Specific, measurable, achievable, realistic, time based.

Outcome-measures changes in knowledge, behaviors, and attitudes
Process-measures activities, classes, workshops, participants, etc..
Now here are some hints-clarifying ~~~~~~~`
· What does “all” mean? How many is :all”…(Ex. All of the participants will demonstrate a 30% increase..)

· Always define ‘training, workshops, and so forth….”(Ex. Will attend workshops…? What kind of work shops, what are you training on, primary prevention sexual violence, bystanders, (name the topic) 

· 70 members…….. My question..70 of what???
· Separate the numbers, that is instead of, “.XXX .will hold 7 community events reaching 1500 people”…break it down to 2 objectives 
· “Youth participating”…? How many youth—the number is in the eval column and should be listed under the objective. Ooo, and there have been numbers under strategies and should be in the objectives. (Ex. 60 high school  students will attend at least 70% of weekly seminars during the school year as measured by sign-in sheets & data collection forms)..Hum how many is 70%? I found the number of weekly seminars (13) under the strategies, and they need in the objective). 
· Should read, ….”……..students will attend 9 weekly seminars out of 13” 
· 70% of 70 youth….. Naw, just write the number of youth..(it is 49)

· 80% of participants will increase their capacity to serve…. (Does this mean ~~~~~~~~~~~
80% will attend (# of participants)

OR
Participants will get “80% smarter”? (Increase in knowledge).
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
